Ginger Kranz addressed the board as a parent, asking the board to consider providing transportation for Northfield students.

Ginger Kranz, as curriculum coordinator, briefed the board on the progress on the curriculum.

Mike Pocrnich of BKDA went through the May financials with the board.  The school was still running a surplus, despite the holdback.  With a month remaining in the fiscal year, Mike pronounced the school’s finances “solid.”

The school was notified of its eligibility for a Federal Rural Education Advancement Grant of $24,000 to support Title programs.

A draft parent satisfaction survey was reviewed with the board.

An approved vendor list was distributed for the board to review.

The following items were acted upon:

The board voted (C. Putrah moved/J. Finesgard seconded) to close the account at the First National Bank of Northfield; N. McCutcheon will handle the paperwork.

The board unanimously approved a resolution (T. Menard moved/C. Broden seconded) renewing the school’s membership in the Minnesota Association of Charter Schools (MACS).

d.
The board unanimously approved (C. Broden moved/C. Putrah seconded) renewing the school’s financial services contract with Beltz, Kes, Darling, and Associates (BKDA).

C. Freund moved that the board approve entering into transportation contract with Benjamin Bus for 2010-2011, and that a copayment schedule for parents be determined by the school director.  D. Scheil seconded the motion.  The motion carried 6 to 1, with C. Putrah voting nay.

Donations were approved (C. Broden moved/C. Putrah seconded): Box Tops for Education, McDonald’s fundraiser; Melaleuca; three individuals.
